This pathway will be focussed on the 

breadth of the National Curriculum.

The arts and 

humanities will also be taught as 

part of Activate and students will be 

joining up learning experiences.  

This is our post 14 curriculum to 

support the transition to adulthood. 

This pathway will be built around the 

key areas of; English, Maths, Digital 

Skills, PSD, Employability, Preparing 

Food, Self-Care, Independence and 

Travel. All areas of the curriculum 

will be accredited to ensure that the 

transition to further 

education/employment can be 

continued. 

Pupils will be able to 

communicate likes/dislikes 

and develop independence 

and resilience. Learning 

experiences will be 

bespoke to their abilities 

and are likely to be specific 

to sensory needs. 

Pupils will have a depth of 

learning in the core 

academic areas to support 

the transition to 

adulthood. Awe & wonder 

and SMSC will be 

developed through the 

exciting topics to engage, 

motivate and provide a 

greater understanding of 

the world and communities 

around them.  

Pupils will leave Barndale 

with the confidence and 

ability to move onto their 

own bespoke pathways, 

using known 

accreditations. This could 

be further education, 

employment or supported 

living.
